Rules

Tee Ð Off 10:00 amÉbe early..!!

Rule # 1 Do Not drive the cart on the fairways! Keep a look out for soft areas and go
around them.  Stay on the cart paths and avoid soft spots.

Rule # 2 4 players per team. Teams will be doubled up at assigned Tee-blocks, if
necessary, too accommodate all players. Teams assigned in Group 2 at the
assigned tee-blocks will tee off as soon as the Group 1 is far enough away,
usually after theyÕve taken their second shots and are moving forward.

START Ð FINISH Locations
If you start on hole # 1, you finish on hole # 9
If you start on hole # 2, you finish on hole # 1
If you start on hole # 3, you finish on hole # 2
If you start on hole # 4, you finish on hole # 3
If you start on hole # 5, you finish on hole # 4
If you start on hole # 6, you finish on hole # 5
If you start on hole # 7, you finish on hole # 6
If you start on hole # 8, you finish on hole # 7
If you start on hole # 9, you finish on hole # 8

Rule # 3 a) On every hole you ALL take your drive.
b) Then choose the best ball of the bunch to hit next, pick up the rest.
c) Then you ALL hit again from that Òbest ballÓ spot.
d) Repeat b & c until you are on the green.
e) Mark the ball closest to the pin, all putt from that spot, repeat ÒeÓ until
holed.
f) Mark your total best strokes only on the card for that hole for your team.
g) If someone hits a good one and you all agree to move up and hit that one
next, thatÕs ok. Conserving energy for other shots is fine.

Rule # 4 Maximum score per hole is 9 strokes, when you reach this total please pick up



all the balls at this time and move to the next hole, please do not hold up the
players behind you, thank you.
WE MUST BE OFF THE COURSE BY 3:00 PM, IF YOU ARE STILL
PLAYING BY THIS TIME PLEASE STOP AND RETURN TO THE
CLUBHOUSE, THANK YOU.

DonÕt forget to return your cart/club rentals for
your refund.

LONG DRIVE CONTEST
Ladies and MenÕs Long Drive is on Hole # 8.
If your drive is farther (ladies/men) than the marker indicates, move the marker
to your ball and print your name on the card.

CLOSEST TO THE PIN  (KP hole)  Ð  NOTE: Putts do not count
Is on Hole # 6 Ð Drives only.  Ladies and Men. Must be on the green.

If your drive lands closer to the pin (or in the cup) than whatÕs indicated on the
marker provided, measure the distance from the edge of the cup to the front
edge of your golf ball, mark the distance on the card provided and print your
name beside it. If you hole the ball in one shot, mark the card accordingly and
print your name.

Please leave the Long Drive and KP markers where they are, someone from the
golf committee will pick them up after everyone is finished playing.
